Information for Incoming Transfer Students

General Guidelines

e Yavapai College awards transfer credit only when the original institution is
regionally accredited.

e Quarter credits are converted to semester units.
Only credit with a grade of "C" or better (2.0 on a 4.0 scale) will be
considered for transfer.

e Transcripts are evaluated upon request. Request an evaluation via email
at reqgistration@yc.edu or by phone at 928-776-2149.

e Students whose grade point average is below 2.0 or who had academic
restrictions at their previous institution may be admitted to Yavapai
College on restriction.
