These funds  
have alleviated an immediate financial crisis that our stu-
dents face: prescriptions, glasses, tires, gas and electric bills, 
baby supplies (diapers/formula/etc.), books, doctor and 
dentist services, gas, rent, childcare, titer test (needed for the 
nursing program).

The I AM YC – Yavapai College Food Pantry (YCFP, 
started in 2017) has fed over 4000 meals to our students and 
their family members.  

In order for I AM YC to continue to assist students in com-
pleting their academic goals, we need your continual sup-
port.

If  you would 
like to support the YCFP you can also donate nonperishable 
food items, donation bins are located in building 1, 19 and 
32 on the Prescott Campus, building I on the Verde Valley 
Campus, and the lobby of  the Prescott Valley Campus.
