Hours of Operation/ Closures: 
The Del E. Webb Family Enrichment Center (FEC) operates on a year-round basis, Monday through Friday, 
7:45 a.m. to 5:15 p.m. The program is a full-day program. The program is closed for all holidays and scheduled 
closures as observed by Yavapai College (YC), including Fall, Spring, and Winter Breaks. In addition, the FEC is 
closed for teacher in-service and one week for Summer break. Detailed information is included in the FEC family 
handbook and the yearly closure schedule.  
 
Tuition and Billing Information: 

• The monthly tuition rates were kept the same between Fiscal Year (FY) 2026 and FY2027 as approved by 
the Yavapai College District Governing Board.  

• At the FEC, you will provide your child with their own meals each day, or you can choose to pay a monthly 
fee for your child to receive meals provided by the FEC’s third-party vendor. The monthly food service fee may be 
waived for children from families receiving child care assistance or scholarships. 

• Tuition is due on the 1st of each month and is considered late if not received by the 5th. A late fee of $20 is 
charged if not paid in full by the 5th of the month. 

• Tuition will not be reduced or waived for partial attendance, including absences due to illness, vacation, or 
closures. Tuition rates have been calculated so parents pay a consistent monthly rate, regardless of the 
number of days the FEC is open during any month except December when families are billed for 3 weeks. 

• Tuition rates are adjusted accordingly since there are more Monday and Friday closures than Tuesday and 
Thursday closures. Full-week families pay a lower daily rate, which is a standard program practice. The FEC 
reserves the right to raise tuition rates at any time with a minimum of 2 months’ notice before any increase.
