              The University Women of Sedona award up to three scholarships to female 

students who are permanent residents of Northern Arizona.  These women must 
be re-entering or continuing students at a) Yavapai Community College,  Verde 
Valley or Clarkdale campuses  b)  Coconino Community College , or c) Northern 
Arizona University at Flagstaff. 

 
              Applicants must be registered at one of the above colleges .  Candidates must 

have a high grade point average (G.P.A. of 3.5 preferable) and show financial 
need.  Applicants may be either part time or full time students.  Scholarships 
amounts for the academic year will be determined as follows:  Part time:  6 – 8 
hours, $550., 9 -11 hours $850., Full time 12 hours or more $1200.  Monetary 
awards will be disbursed to the recipients’ colleges on a semester basis  ($275, 
$425, $600.) upon confirmation of enrollment status. 

 
               Applicants must submit an unofficial transcript, the attached information form, 

and a personal statement written on a separate sheet.  Forms should be signed by 
the appropriate college/university official and submitted to the University Women 
of Sedona through the institution’s Financial Aid Office.  The deadline for 
submission of the scholarship application is April 1, 2010  Following the 
deadline, the committee will review applications and notify scholarship recipients 
and their colleges at the end of May 2010. 

 
               Financial aid officers at each institution may submit equivalent applications 

forms for candidates from their files, but the applications must state the criteria of 
residency, high GPA, the financial need, and the projected course load for women 
who are either continuing or returning students.  Past recipients may re-apply.
